(OTo prevent damaging the lenses, always set the glasses down with lenses facing up.

OTo prevent deforming and damage to the glasses, do NOT expose to organic solvents such as paint
thinner or alcohol.

After use, lightly wash the glasses with water and use a soft cloth to remove
excess water, then allow to air dry.

OlIf the screws become loose, use an eyeglass screwdriver to tighten. Loose screws can fall out
and become lost during use.

H Storage

(OWhen storing glasses, use the included case. During storage and transport, don't allow the lenses
to come into contact with hard objects (metal, buckles, zippers, plastics, etc).

(ODo NOT apply pressure to the glasses for long periods of time. Be careful when carrying glasses
around with you and when storing.
