B Description

Utilizes a lens with anti-fogging technology and superior optical performance. These children's

goggles are well suited for skiing and snowboarding.
For ages 3 and up.

B Safety Warnings! [ Please read carefully. ]
Before using, an adult must read this user's manual and explain it to the child.

Under certain conditions, use of this product can result in injury,
A WARNlNGS! death, or property damage.
OlIf the child is able to put the goggles on themselves, have an adult make sure the goggles fit

properly.
(ODo NOT use for any purpose other than mountaineering, alpine climbing, skiing or snowboarding.

(OThis product is designed to reduce the harmful effects of the sun's rays and protect the eyes
from snow and wind. This product does NOT protect the eyes from impacts.

(OPrior to use, check the product's condition and stop using immediately if you notice any
damage or irregularities.

*Especially with lens damage, although it may not affect vision during the day, it can obstruct
when skiing at night.

(ODo NOT attempt to repair or take apart yourself. May negatively affect the safety of the
goggles.

(OThis product is designed with high safety standards. However, if the lens suffers a severe
impact, it can lead to severe damage to the eyes and face.

Under certain conditions, use of this product can result in injury
‘ A CAUT|0N! or property damage.
(OMake sure this product fits over the entire face. Adjust the strap so that it is secure and
comfortable.

OlIf you notice any skin or allergic reactions while wearing, take off and consult a physician.
(ODo NOT place near heat sources or in rooms that exceed 50°C.
*Temperatures exceeding 50°C can damage the lens.

(ODo NOT store this product in extreme temperatures and humid conditions. May cause color
transfer.

(OPeriodically brush off snow and beads of water from the face foam. Neglecting this can affect
breathability and cause lens fogging.

(OShake off water, snow and ice from the outer lens of the goggle and if necessary use a soft
cloth.

OlIf water freezes on the lens, do NOT try to rub off the ice. Instead, give the ice time to thaw and
use a soft cloth to wipe away. Attempting to rub ice off the lens can cause scratches.

(ODo NOT handle lens with bare hands to prevent leaving fingerprints or other smudges.

(OThe inner lens is coated with a hydrophilic anti-fog coating. Anti-fog coatings work by
absorbing water, however a lens that has absorbed water is more easily scratched. If the lens
is wet, do not rub. Smudges and scratches can negatively affect the performance of the
anti-fog coating.

Olf the lens starts to fog, this is an indication that the anti-fog coating has become saturated. The
anti-fogging abilities will return after the lens has had time to dry in normal temperatures.

(ODo NOT spray the lens with anti-fogging, water repellent or cleaning agents. These can
damage the lens and negatively affect the performance of the anti-fog coating.

(ODo NOT use organic solvents (such as paint thinner or alcohol), adhesives, detergents or
soaps to prevent deforming and damage to the product.



H Prior to use, inspect this product for:

[ IDamage or scratches on the lens or face foam.
LIIf the strap can be properly adjusted.

*Before using for the first time, peel off the protective film on the inner lens.

B Fitting when used with a helmet

(OA non-slip surface on the back of the goggle strap prevents slipping off the helmet (@). The
strap may get caught near the top of the helmet, causing the goggles to dig into the face
(@). The child's guardian should check to make sure the goggles are being worn correctly. If
the goggle strap is too tight, lift the non-slip surface from the helmet (@), then readjust the
position of the strap, going from the back of the helmet to the front.
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Improper care and storage can shorten the lifespan of this product.
Follow the recommendations below to extend the lifespan of your product.

B Care

(OTo clean the outer lens (water streaks, fingerprints, smudges, dust sand or dirt), rub lightly
using the stuff sack/lens cleaner.

(OTo wash away stains and soiling, wash outer the lens with running tap water and rub lightly with
a finger. Afterwards shake off excess water and dab with a soft cloth. Allow to completely air
dry.

(OTo clean the inner lens (water streaks, fingerprints, smudges, dust sand or dirt), rub lightly
using a soft cloth with some rubbing alcohol.

H Storage

(OTo prevent deforming and damage to the product, do NOT store near heat sources.

(OWhen storing for an extended period of time, store in a well ventilated, cool, dry place out of
direct sunlight.

(ODo NOT leave or store goggle wet. Moisture can damage the strap, face foam and lens,
possibly resulting in the anti-fog coating not function as intended. Before storing, be sure to
remove excess water and allow to completely air dry.

(OContinuous pressure against the product may cause the product to deform or to fog between
the lenses. During storage and transport, do NOT allow the goggle to come into contact with
hard objects (metal, buckles, zippers, plastics, etc).

H Disposal

(OPlease follow local regulations regarding waste disposal.

B Warranty

Montbell’s warranty covers all defects in materials and workmanship to the original owner, for the
lifetime of the product. If a product ever fails due to a manufacturing defect, Montbell will repair or
replace the product at Montbell's discretion.
