A highly lightweight and compact body provides a comfortable fit, and an interchangeable lens
design allows excellent use in a variety of lighting conditions. The smaller sized frame model offers
better comfort for users with smaller faces, and the wide lens model delivers increased coverage
over the eyes and face. Three types of replacement lenses are available (sold separately): normal,
PL (polarized) to effectively block glare and reflected light, and mirror to prevent bright light from
entering the eye.

*Included lens will differ depending on the model.

(OMake sure that the glasses are in equal contact with the nose, temples and ears. Always put on and
take off glasses with both hands. Using one hand may break glasses.

OlLight can appear distorted when seen through tempered glass, such as the windows of a car. Use
caution when driving.

(OTo prevent deformation and damage to the glasses, do NOT store in a car or places subject to
temperature extremes.

OTo prevent damage to the glasses, do NOT store with hard or metal objects or in any place that may
possibly scratch the lenses.

(ODo NOT allow mirrored lenses to be in contact with water for extended periods. May cause the
mirror coating to peel.

(ODo NOT use glasses for extreme physical activities, glasses may cause injury to eyes or face.

(OTo prevent eye damage, do NOT look directly at the sun or strong lights.

OStop using immediately if you begin to have an allergic reaction.

OTo prevent damaging the lenses, always set the glasses down with lenses facing up.

(OTo prevent deformation and damage to the glasses, do NOT expose to organic solvents such as
paint thinner or alcohol.

B Directions

O Adjusting angle of nose pads

The nose pads are adjustable to two positions to provide a com-
fortable fit.

O Switching lenses *Left lens is lllustrated.
*Handle glasses with care. Applying too much pressure when switching lenses may cause damage.

Removing lenses

Firmly grasp the frame and hold the
lens you will replace.

Pivot the lens on the point where
the frame meets the temple, pulling
up on the nose pad side of the lens.
Repeat for the right lens.

Inserting lenses

The large cut out
corner (circled area)
is designed to fit into
the temple side of
the frame.

Firmly grasp the frame and insert
the corner of the lens into the
temple side of the frame.

Pivot the lens on the point where
the frame meets the temple, seat-
ing the lens into the frame. Repeat
for the right lens.

O Soft case
The soft case is also usable for lens cleaning.

Improper care and storage of this product can shorten its lifespan.
Follow the recommendations below to extend the lifespan of your product.

B Care

(ODo NOT allow the glasses to remain dirty after coming into contact with fresh water, salt water,
sweat or makeup. After use, lightly wash the glasses with water and use a soft cloth to remove
excess water, then air dry.

(ODo NOT spray mirrored lenses with anti-fogging agents. May cause the mirror coating to peel.

QIf the screws become loose, use an eyeglass screwdriver to tighten. Loose screws can fall out
and become lost during use.

(OWhen lenses and soft case are heavily soiled, hand wash with a mild soap.

H Storage

(OStore in a well-ventilated, cool, dry place away from direct sunlight.

(OTo prevent deformation and damage to the glasses, do NOT apply pressure to the glasses for an
extended period of time. Excessive pressure to the semi-hard case may damage the glasses
inside. Be careful when carrying glasses around with you and when storing.

(OTo prevent deformation and damage to the glasses, do NOT store in a car or places subject to
temperature extremes.

(OHigh heat and high humidity can cause the lens coating to peel.

B Warranty

Montbell’s warranty covers all defects in materials and workmanship to the original owner, for the
lifetime of the product. If a product ever fails due to a manufacturing defect, Montbell will repair or
replace the product at Montbell's discretion. This warranty does not cover damage(s) caused by
accident, improper care, negligence, misuse, alterations or normal wear and tear.
