O Emergency Repair
If the tent fabric is damaged or tears, tem{)oranly apply a repair sheet (sold separately).
*Afterwards, contact the store where the tent was originally purchased or Montbell

Customer Service for information on permanent repair.

H Care

(OWash away stains and soiling with water. Avoid direct sunlight and allow to air dry in a cool well
ventilated area. If stored wet or soiled, mold can grow and the fabric can start to prematurely
deteriorate.

(OOver time the rain fly’'s water repellent treatment will deteriorate. To restore the water repellent
abilities, reapply a water repellent spray (sold separately).

(ODo NOT dry clean or wash in washing machine. This can damage the fabric.

COIf zipper movement becomes stiff, use Smooslider (sold separately) or candle wax to restore
functionality.

B Storage

OWhen storing for an extended period of time, store loosely in a well ventilated, cool, dry place out
of direct sunlight. This product is not designed to be stored long term in a stuff sack that should
only be used for transporting.

(OTo prevent deforming and damage to the product, do not store near heat sources.
