This allows for
reduced smoke/emissions and consistent heat output without having to steadily feed the fire. Enjoy
cooking using the included grill and an optional cooker Stand (sold separately) for resting pots and
pans on the fire pit. Includes a carrying case allowing you to bring the fire pit with you easily and
conveniently.

[Draft and Secondary Combustion |

When the fuel is ignited, fresh air is pulled in through vents (air intake for primary combustion)
and starts the process of combustion. This process is called primary combustion.

When the combustion chamber reaches a high enough temperature, draft will occur and create
a steady, continuous burn. Draft is where the air pressure difference causes new air to continu-
ously be drawn to the fire.
When air drawn in through the vents (air intake for secondary combustion) mixes with the
gases and particles that primary combustion was not able to burn, the high temperature causes
a secondary combustion.

Secondary combustion is occurring and the fire is burning efficiently (no smoke and less par-
ticles) when you see flames coming out of the vents (air out for secondary combustion).

Secondary combustion occurs when the combustion chamber is at a high, steady temperature.

@As the fire begins to burn steadily, it is necessary to
add dry, larger pieces of fuel.

@Once the fire has become steady enough, it is possible
to fill the combustion chamber with fuel. However, it is

OAdd fuel as necessary. Use fireproof gloves or another
tool when adding fuel. It may be necessary to move the
fuel around inside the combustion chamber in order to
increase air flow.

Do NOT cover the air vents. If air isn't able to enter the combustion chamber, the fire will
extinguish.

ﬁ Ash is designed to fall into the bottom of the fire pit, but may leak out through cracks. See 5
Extinguishing the Fire and Cleanup below.

(O4 Cooking

@After following the previous directions, place the grill on
top of the fire pit using fireproof gloves or a tool.

@®Bcfore adding fuel, stop grilling and use fireproof gloves
or a tool to remove the grill. Add fuel and then replace
the grill.

ﬁ Fire pit and grill will be extremely hot during and after use. Avoid handling the fire pit to pre-
vent burns.

A Only use the grill for grilling. Do NOT put fry pans or pots on top of the grill.

ﬁ When removing the grill, charcoal can pop, sending embers and sparks into the air. Do NOT
sit too close to the product to avoid injury.

(OB Extinguishing the Fire and Cleanup

@Wait for the fire to die down and the embers to cool.

@Take out the fire grate and clean out the ash that has collected at the bottom of the combus-
tion chamber. Consult your local authority on proper disposal of ash.

Be careful when cleaning embers out of the combustion chamber. Make sure the product
has cooled completely before putting back into the carry case. Do NOT douse with water
unless there is an emergency. The extreme temperature change will damage and/or warp
the product.

Improper care and storage can shorten the lifespan of this product.
Follow the recommendations below to extend the lifespan of your product.

Bl Care

Rust can develop if it is exposed to moisture or experiences extreme changes in tempera-
A ture. Use the following procedures to extend the life of your fire pit.

(OMake sure the fire pit has cooled completely before attempting to clean the ash out of the
combustion chamber. Use dish soap to clean oil, burnt food and salt. Use a damp towel, paper
towel or brush to wipe down the fire pit and then dry completely.

(Osteel wool or hard brushes may scratch the fire pit.

(O When the grill is particularly dirty, attempt to burn off excess food. Use dish soap to clean and
then rub with cooking oil before storing.

l Storage

(Ostore in a well ventilated, cool, dry place out of direct sunlight and keep out of rain.
(OExtended exposure to the elements can cause warping and damage to the product.

(OTo prevent this product from bending or becoming damaged, do NOT stack heavy items on top of
this product when it is folded up.

(ODo NOT allow children to set up or dismantle this product.
