@Chawan | Tea Bowl
Though it looks like porcelain, it is in fact
made of a lightweight durable material called
melamine resin. This tea bowl is tough
enough to be thrown in your backpack
without any worry of breaking. Shaped
similarly to the Nodate Chawan(sold
separately) for easy stacking when going out
with friends.

@Chakin | Tea Cloth
Used to clean the chawan.

@®Bon / Tray Lz

Tray for placing the chawan, chasen, and
natsume on. Has good stability even on
uneven ground. The red tray has a peg for
preventing the chasen from tipping over.

@Chasen | Tea Whisk

Designed to be small and portable for
making matcha in the field. Includes a hard
carrying case to prevent breaking.

@Natsume / Tea Caddy
This caddy is perfect for transporting matcha
and includes an inner lid.

@Chashaku | Tea Spoon
Bamboo spoon for scooping matcha. Comes
with its own carrying case.

H Directions / Preparing Tea

@Use the chashaku to scoop out two spoonfuls (about 2 grams) of matcha from

the natsume into the chawan.

@Pour 60-70mm of hot water (70-90°C). Break up any lumps of matcha using the chasen.
@Hold steady the chawan in one hand and use the chasen to whisk together the

hot water and matcha.

@Stop whisking once the surface of the matcha has become slightly frothy. Drink

while hot.

*Adjust thickness of tea and temperature to preference.
