*Practice beforehand so that you are
able to take off and put on the Sawer
Sandal without this manual.

*Make sure that the webbing is evenly
tensioned and there is no slack in it.

®OTake the webbing A and
loop it through the inside of
webbing B.

OCross the webbing A over the shoes on both sides and loop it
once again through the inside of webbing B.

@Take the ends of the webbing and loop the free end through the rings as shown in the fig. to secure.
If the free end of the webbing is too long, cut it at an angle and use a heat source to melt the ends and
prevent fraying. *When cutting the webbing, make sure to leave at least 10cm from the buckle.

This can lead to faster deteriora-
tion of the outsole.
