H Description

Montbell's lightweight fishing shoes that can be used while wearing waders. The reinforced side
parts keep your foot in place, preventing side sways. The outer sole utilizes Aqua Gripper®,
offering excellent traction on wet grounds and rocks.

Otherwise, a free hook may catch on the hook of the
opposite boot, resulting in a fall or injury. When walking without lacing them all the way up, due
to blisters or any other reason, pay special attention to your steps. A bigger lace loop is likely to
snag in the hook of the other boot. In order to avoid an accident, try making loops smaller by
tying a double knot or replacing the laces with shorter ones.

(OThe glue that is used to attach the sole to the shoe can degrade over time causing the sole to
peel off of the shoe, even if the shoe is never used. To help prevent this, please follow the care
instructions in this manual.

(OAccidents can occur while you are hiking or trekking due to glue peeling or age. Prior to use
inspect the shoes outsole, midsole, hooks and D rings for damage or irregularities.

(OBefore using new shoes, be sure that they are thoroughly broken in. New shoes that have not
been broken in can cause foot pain and possibly lead to injury.

(ODo NOT use on oiled surfaces. There is a possibility of slipping and causing injury.

OPrior to use, check the shoelaces for damage. Shoe laces that are damaged can sever during
use.

(OFor shoes utilizing the Reel Adjust System, prior to use, check the shoelaces for damage. Shoe
laces that are damaged can sever during use. When wearing these boots, we recommend

1) Outsole
Wash with water.

2) Upper

Remove the laces. To clean, use a shoe specific brush (for
nubuck or suede shoes, use a brush suitable for synthetic
materials) and for heavy soiling, wash with water. Only use
shoe specific soaps. Non shoe specific soaps can damage
the leather parts of a shoe.

* Laces can be placed in a laundry bag and washed in a

washing machine.

3) Inside the shoe including footbed (insole)

After every use, remove the insole from the shoe and allow
it to dry completely. This also allows the inside of the shoe
to dry. If necessary, the insoles can be washed using a shoe
specific cleaner and a brush.

If the inside of the shoe is leather, it can be wiped cleaned.
If the lining is a synthetic material, it can be cleaned using a
brush.

Allow to dry for 2 to 3 days in a well ventilated, cool, dry
place. If there is water in the shoe, insert a shoe drying insert
into the shoe.

*Do not dry wet shoes in the sun or near a heater or dryer.
Drying too quickly can damage leather and cause cracking
and stiffening. This can also damage the adhesive and
cause the sole to peel away from the shoe.

H Storage

(Ostore in a well ventilated, cool, dry place out of direct sunlight. The following storage methods can
cause these shoes to deteriorate quickly.

(OThe original box or bag at the time of purchase.

(OAny area that receives exposure from direct sunlight.

(OA car trunk or other area subject to high temperatures.

B Disposal

(OPlease follow local regulations regarding waste disposal.

B Warranty

Montbell’s warranty covers all defects in materials and workmanship to the original owner, for
the lifetime of the product. If a product ever fails due to a manufacturing defect, Montbell will
repair or replace the product at Montbell's discretion. This warranty does not cover damage(s)
caused by accident, improper care, negligence, misuse, alterations or normal wear and tear.
Damage(s) not covered under warranty will be repaired at a reasonable rate. If you would like
to make a warranty inquiry, please contact Montbell Customer Service or the store of original
purchase.

Resoling services

Outsoles that have worn down can affect how you walk. If you notice that the treads aren't
"gripping" well or if the toes or heels have become worn, it is generally time to replace the
soles. If you notice the midsole has started to peel away from the shoe, stop using the shoes.
Montbell provides sole replacement services at a reasonable rate, though there are some
shoe models that can't be resoled. For additional information, please visit our website,
contact Montbell Customer Service or the store where your shoes were originally purchased.
