*If the life jacket isn't properly fitted, it is possible for the life jacket to become loose and
separate from the user or become loose enough that the life jacket is unable to keep the
user's head above water. (Although this product is designed to prevent the life jacket from
becoming loose and floating up and above the user, it is still possible for this to occur
depending on the size of the waist and chest of the user wearing the life jacket)

check for fit and proper floatation. Have the user relax and float in the water with their
head pointed up, chin above water and make sure they are able to breathe easily.
