BCare

OAfter use, rinse the product with fresh water to remove any sand or other debris and shade
dry. For heavy soiling, wash with lukewarm water, mild soap, and rinse thoroughly. After
drying, make sure not to spray corrosion inhibitor in between the pole joints. (Inhibitor with
salt damage protection is recommended)

BEStorage

OWhen storing for an extended period of time, store in a well ventilated, cool, dry place out of
direct sunlight.
(OTo prevent deforming and damage, do NOT store near heat sources.
