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Bilge Sponge

A sponge for removing water that splashes into the

cockpit of your kayak. Super absorbent, this sponge
is made of cellulose.

eCellulose
This sponge can hold 20 to 30 times its weight in water. It
also holds water well, meaning it is effective at transporting
water outside of your kayak. (Anti molding treatment)

eMesh Sack
To prevent losing the sponge while paddling, comes
with a mesh bag with draw cord and clip to secure to
your kayak. (Make sure to attach to a place on your
kayak that doesn't prevent exiting.)

[ Directions ]
Expose the sponge to water and use once it becomes soft.
[ /A Caution }
Before Use

This product is hard when it is dry and becomes soft when exposed
to water. Expose the sponge to water and wring out before using.

During Use
Do not expose the sponge to chemicals (acids or alkalis), gasoline
or oil. Also during cold temperatures the sponge can crack or
break when a strong for is applied.

After Use

Do not put in boiling water, areas exposed to hot temperatures
or in direct sunlight. The sponge can change colors,
deteriorate, become extremely hard or deform.

e\When wringing out, do not repeatedly squeeze out the sponge
or twist it too strongly.

eAfter use, wring out the sponge and store in a well ventilated
place. Do not leave in a closed environment, such as a car.

*Cellulose sponges are hard when completely dry. After
production, sponges are slightly wetted for shipping purposes.
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
