* This product can be placed for easy access in case of emergency or disaster; the home, school,
office, hotel, in a taxi, bus, train or other public transportation.

B Care

(ODo not use hot water to wash or a dryer to dry. High temperatures can cause the foam to deform
and shrink.

(OWash away stains and soiling with water. For heavy soiling, use a sponge and mild detergent.
Avoid direct sunlight and allow to air dry in a cool well ventilated area.

B Storage

(OsStore in a well ventilated, cool, dry place away from direct sunlight.
(OTo prevent deforming and damage to the foam, do NOT store near heat sources.
(ODo NOT store with gasoline or paint thinner.

(OTo be able to put the product on quickly, store it with belts unattached. Secure the loose belts by
inserting them in between the folded product.
