The lightweight outer fabric provides excellent tear resistance and main-
tains comfort even on hot days. Hem zippers allow easy on and off while wearing boots. This prod-
uct conforms to the Japanese Safety Standard and international standard.

Oln accordance with the European Standard, the area of cut protection fabric for these chaps is as
follows: the entire front of the chaps, including to the exterior of the left leg, to the interior of the
right leg and the top of the inseam.

(OThis product fulfils the requirement of international standard (ISO 7000) for cut
protection against chainsaws at the chain speed of 20m/s, equivalent to the speed
of a 50cc chainsaw operating at full speed when cutting wood.

After coming into contact with
a chainsaw's chain, STOP further use immediately. Any damage to the cut protection fabric ruins
the chaps' protective effect. 0



OThis product may not adequately protect against cuts from some modified chains or chains that
are not designed primarily for forestry (eg, some rescue chains). In case of doubt, the user must
contact the manufacturer of the saw’s chain.

OAvoid any contact with sharp or pointed objects (saw chain, thorns, metal tools, etc.) or substanc-
es such as acids, oil, solvents, fuel, animal feces, etc. to prevent damaging the material.

OAuvoid high temperature, high humidity and exposure to ultraviolet light.

H Lifespan

(OThe cut protection fabric's durability will diminish with regular use. If used, cared for and stored
correctly, the typical lifespan of this product is 1 to 1.5 years for daily professional use and up to
5 years for periodic use. Regardless, this is based on at least 25 mandatory wash cycles after
wearing. However this also depends on amount and conditions of use. Frequent use will dimin-
ish the chaps' lifespan, requiring replacement sooner. The chaps' lifespan is also affected by the
following:
Exposure to chemicals — Use during hot weather — Extended exposure to ultraviolet light — Abra-
sion — Contact with sharp edges — Improper care and storage

Failure to do may result in the protective material shifting out of place, preventing the product
from performing at its fullest potential.

(OChaps can be put on and taken off as usual. User must make sure chaps fit properly.

OWhen operating a chainsaw, always hold the chainsaw as detailed in the chainsaw's user's
manual. Improper operation of the chainsaw may reduce or ruin the chaps' protective effect.
