(OWhen lowering the carry handle, be careful of pinching fingers in the
space between the shaft and the bag.

(OMake sure to lay the bag down on the ground in situations where the
bag can move or tip over, such as stairs, public transportation or esca-
lators).

OTo prevent accidents do NOT place the bag above head, such as a
shelf on public transportation.

(ODo NOT use the wheels on stairs or over uneven terrain.

(ODo NOT overstuff the bag. Overstuffing can damage the zipper.

(OThe wheels will wear down over time and eventually need replacing.

(OWhen using the bag's carry handle, be careful of those around you
since the bag trailing behind you can become a tripping hazard.
