Remove all items inside the backpack and be sure to perform any adjustments when the
backpack is empty. Check the location of the aluminum frame (see illustration below) and bend it
while inside the backpack using your legs.

* Do not remove the aluminum frame.

* Make sure to bend the left and right sides of the frame at the same time.

* Make minor, gradual adjustments to the frame and avoid swift, major adjustments.

The fitting of your backpack is now complete. Depending on what you wear you may need to
make minor adjustments to the shoulder straps, load lifters, and hipbelt straps. Fasten straps so
that they are secure, but do not cause discomfort.
