Provides insulation from the ground and cushions against protrusions for a good nights rest.
Based on our original design, the U.L. Comfort System can be used to connect pads of varying
lengths or hold a pillow in place. The system prevents the pad and pillow from shifting during
sleep and creating spaces that can cause waking. Use included stuff sack as a pump bag to
inflate.

(OPrior to use, check the pad's condition and stop using immediately if you notice any deterioration
from age/use, damage or irregularities.

Olt is important to use caution when around sharp objects (thorns, branches, stones, cacti, etc) ,
that may puncture the material.

(OWhen not sleeping in a tent, use a ground cloth to protect the pad.

(ODo NOT apply sudden pressure to pad when fully inflated. May cause the pad to rupture.

(OKeep this product away from flame sources, such as campfires, to prevent damage and warping
due to heat. Do NOT set hot objects (such as a hot stove or lantern) on top of the pad.

(ODo NOT smoke over the pad. Hot ash can damage the fabric.

(ODo NOT leave inflated pad inside a tent or car during hot weather. May cause the pad to rup-
ture.

(ODo NOT expose to chlorine based chemicals and sun screen. Can cause the material to break
down prematurely.

(OAvoid long-term exposure to sunlight. Ultraviolet light can damage the material.
(Ostore out of the reach of pets. Pets can bite or claw the material, causing holes.

(OAvoid wearing metal objects when using, such as a pair of pants with buckles. May damage the
pad while sleeping.

(ODry this product thoroughly before storing. If stored while wet, mold may form and the fabric may
deteriorate prematurely.

O Before Using the pad
Although this pad's foam has a small degree of self-inflating abilities, it is shipped in a completely
compressed state. Before using for the first time, open the valve and wait for the pad to self-inflate
before using the Pump Bag to inflate to capacity. Leave the inflated pad to rest over night to allow the
foam to recover its cushioning and self-inflating abilities.

After storing the pad for an extended period of time, follow the same procedure above for restoring the
foam.




O Inflating the pad
Inflate in two ways.

OAllow pad to semi-automatically inflates partway, then fully inflate with pump bag (stuff sack).

(Refer to M and A.)
(OUse pump bag (stuff sack) to inflate. (Refer to H.)

(I] Self-inflating]

@Remove from stuff sack ®Insert the cap's tab into the valve to create a gap in the seal.

Oln cold weather, the pad can take longer to self-inflate. Spread out the pad and lay on it to warm
the foam, which helps the foam expand.
(ODo NOT apply sudden pressure to pad when fully inflated. May damage the pad's foam.

O Pillow Strap (patented)

Once the pad is unrolled,
the strap and buckle can
be used to secure a pillow
in place. This way the
pillow does not require
repositioning throughout
the night and allows for
uninterrupted sleep.

O Joint System (Patented)

It is possible to connect 2 sleeping / Ki Eyelet
pads together by the toggles located

on the sides of the pads. Additional

accessories are also attachable via
these points.

O Deflating the pad

©Open the cap and insert the cap's tab into the valve (See Self-inflating
Step @). Fold the pad and use your weight to push air out of the pad.
@Lay the pad on the ground so the Montbell logo faces the ground and
close the valve. Connect the toggles and eyelets together (See Fig. 1).
(For the Camp Pad 38 150 or Camp Pad 50 150 / 180, folding is not
required)
OFirmly roll up the side opposite the valve. After rolling up the pad, once

again open the valve and push out remaining air. (See Fig. 2) Fig. 2 Fig. 3
OAfter deflating the pad completely, close the valve and secure the pad
with the pillow strap. (See Fig. 3)
@Put the pad into its stuff sack. Take caution not to puncture the pad
during transport.

O Repair
(Punctures (pin hole sized))

If the pad becomes punctured (pin hole sized), use the included repair kit to patch the hole. For

larger holes, contact the original store of purchase or Montbell Customer Service.

OFirst locate the puncture. If you cannot find the hole, inflate the pad and then coat any suspi-
cious areas with soapy water. Pressure from the inside should cause the soapy water to
bubble, showing you the location of the puncture.

@If using the procedure in step @, make sure the pad is thoroughly rinsed, completely dry and
deflated before continuing.

®Apply the adhesive to the puncture and the area around it. Make sure the area covered by the
adhesive is larger than the patch. (It is possible to cut the included patches to a desired shape.
Make sure to avoid rectangular shapes; the corners have a tendency to peel)

OPcel the backing off of the patch and firmly press the patch directly onto the puncture. Hold
patch in place for a few minutes.

@Let dry for at least 8 hours.

@Check to see if your repair was successful, or if there are more punctures.



(Use the method below to replace the seal if it becomes damaged or detached. )—

Since parts are small, if necessary use tweezers.

Improper care and storage can shorten the lifespan of this product.
Follow the recommendations below to extend the lifespan of your product.

Bl Care

OIf perspiration or the skin's natural oils come into contact with the product, wash
with a mild soap. Contact can cause the material to break down prematurely.

Olnflate the pad to its maximum capacity and close the valve's cap. Wash using a soft brush, mild
soap and lukewarm water (below 30°C). Rinse thoroughly and allow to air dry before storing.

H Storage

(OStore in a well ventilated, cool, dry place out of direct sunlight.

The following storage methods can cause this product to deteriorate quickly.

-Any area that receives exposure from direct sunlight.

-A car trunk or other area subject to high temperatures.

OFor long term storage, store in a dry place with the pad spread out with the valve open. Storing
the pad spread out aids the foam's cushioning and self-inflating abilities.

(ODo NOT store this product while wet. Molding and premature fabric deterioration can occur if
stored while wet. Dry thoroughly before storing.

(ODo NOT allow sharp or pointed objects to come into contact with the pad.
