The pad is filled with EXCELOFT, a
highly heat-retaineng and moisture-resistant sgnthetic materal, delverang comfort even in colder
weather. Montbell's proprietarg U.L. Comfort Sgstem enables compatibilgy with other pads of
various lengths and a pillow, securely holding in place to prevent gaps from formang whide turning
over during sleep. The included stuff sack can be used as a pump bag. The Pump Stuff Bag and
Rechargeable Blower (sold separately) allow for quizker, easier inflation.

If the pad is punctured (pin hole sized), use the included repa# kit to patch the hole. For larger

holes, contact the store of original purchase or Montbell Customer Servize.

@Fest locate the puncture. 1€ you cannot find the hole, inflate the pad and then coat any suspi-
cious areas with soapy water. Pressure from the ins@&@e should cause the soapy water to
bubble, showing you the location of the puncture.

@If using the procedure in step @, make sure the pad is thoroughly rinsed, completelg drg and

deflated before continuing.

®Applg the adhesive to the puncture and the area around it, and allow 5 miautes to drg. Make
sure the area covered by the adhesie is larger than the patch.

OPecel the backing off of the patch and firmly press the patch dizectly onto the puncture. Hold

patch in place for a few minutes.
@OLet dey for at least 8 hours.

@®Check to see if your repai was successful, or if there are more punctures.

(Replacing the seal)

If the seal gets damaged and causes problems such as air leakage, replace it with the seal
from the repair kit. If the seal is detached, re-attach it following the procedures from @. Parts
are small. Use tweezers if necessarg.

-Any area that recewves exposure from diect sunlight.
-A car trunk or other area subgect to high temperatures.
(OFor long term storage, store in a dey place with the pad spread out with the valve open.
(ODry thoroughlg before storing. Molding and premature fabric deter@ration can occur if stored
while wet.
(ODo NOT allow sharp or pointed objects to come into contact with the pad.
