l Description

These ski poles allow you to quickly and easily adjust pole length, making them well suited for
backcountry touring. The grips are made with a material that is resistant to freezing and are
shaped to help hold the grip in different ways. The pole's center of gravity is high to promote
better swing balance and make them more comfortable to use.

(OThis pole is designed for skiing, including backcountry skiing. Do NOT use for any other purpose.

(ODo NOT use as an alpine axe, for glissading or as an anchor for climbing. Do NOT pull strongly
on both ends of the pole as the shaft or grip can come apart. Do NOT use the pole for pulling up
people or luggage.

(ODo NOT use in situations where use of your hands or an ice axe is necessary to move through terrain.

(ODo NOT use if there is a chance of lightning.

(OWhen riding a ski lift, be careful of not getting the poles caught on the lift. It may result in injury
or damaging the pole.

Olf the shaft is not properly secured, the shaft can come apart or slide closed during use and result
in a falling accident. Prior to use, check to see if the shafts are properly locked in place and
periodically check for loosening.

(ODo NOT modify or alter this product. Improper modifications and alterations can damage the

product and impair function. ]

(ODo NOT extend pole shafts further than “STOP” marking. This may damage the stopper during use.

(ODo NOT apply lubricants to the shaft and stopper. If the shaft is not properly locked, the shaft
can come apart or slide closed during use and result in a falling accident.

(OSubjecting the carbon shaft to forces greater than its structural integrity can cause damage
within the material. This damage cannot be seen and can lead to breaking during use.

(ODo NOT apply a strong horizontal force to the pole. Poles are not designed to support horizon-
tal forces. Poles can also become damaged by striking the poles against something hard or
stepping on them with the edge of your skis.

(OAttach point protector when not in use.
ONever place your full weight onto this pole.

OIf someone in your party cannot verify if the shaft is stable, such as a child, have someone in
the group help verify the pole is safe to use.

(OReplace the protector if it shows signs of heavy wear.
(OExposure to heat can cause the grip to deform and metal to become hot.
(OExposure to extremely cold temperatures can freeze the shaft and impair performance.

O Attaching the Basket

*For firm snow conditions, the lighter trekking baskets are more appropriate. For deep snow, switch out the trekking baskets
for the snow baskets.

Il Attachment

Screw on the basket turning
clockwise until it spins in
place.

B Removal

While applying downward
pressure, turn the basket
counterclockwise.

O Point protector
The point protector is our original design and features a rubber that helps prevent the protector from coming off. We recommend
using the point protector when the poles are not in use or when there could be plants easily damaged on a trail. Remove before
using on snow.

*Point Protectors will wear out and eventually need to be replaced.

B Attachment
Twist the point protector onto the pole's tip until it clicks into place. If not properly attached, point protector
can become dislodged and fall off.

(O Optimal Pole Length

Level Terrain

Adjust the length of the pole
so the angle between your
arm and the pole is 90
degrees when the pole has | 90°
been firmly placed into the
snow. Depending on the
depth and conditions of the
snow, you may need to
periodically adjust pole length.

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Traverse

Grip your uphill pole by the
Traverse Grip to shorten
the length and make it
easier to hold. Adjust the
length of the downhill pole
to reach the ground.




O Adjusting Pole Length

Cam Lock System

O Storing
Unlock and slide to close the shaft. Push lever to
lock in place. When not properly locked, the shaft
can become dislodged.

(OLeave the upper and lower shafts separate for storage (as shown above).

(OStore in a well ventilated, cool, dry place. Keep out of direct sunlight and ultraviolet light.

(ODo NOT store in a car or places subject to temperature extremes.
