O Directions (as a shelter)

*When using as a shelter, a trekking pole with a maximum length of 120cm or more (or a
prop that would work as a substitute) is necessary. Also possible to set up the shelter by
hanging, passing a rope through the roof loop.

@Take all the parts from the stuff sack. Check that the
entrance is closed and spread it on the ground with
the outer surface facing up. Be aware the product
can be blown away by strong winds.

@®Secure this product by staking three corners using
peg loops. When staking the product on rocky or
sandy grounds, consider using a mesh anchor or
other types of pegs (sold separately).

*The pegs are usually staked as in Fig. A, but the
height (the distance between the ground and the hem)
can be adjusted by tying a knot as in Fig. B. You can
set up the shelter as low as possible by staking pegs
using the tape loops (Fig. C). Peg

®Unzip the zipper and enter inside. Make sure to bring a trekking pole to use it as a prop when
going inside. Close the zipper from the inside.

OPlace an end of the prop on the top point of the roof, and push it up from the inside. Adjust the
length of the prop to give the right amount of tension so that prop stands by itself at the upright
position.

f When using a trekking pole, make sure to use the grip side up and protect the fabric.
When using a prop with a sharp end, make sure to cover the end and protect the fabric.

@You can increase the wind resistancy of the product by putting a rope or cord through the roof
loop and fixing their ends. The roof loop can be used when hanging the product from a tree
branch or others, enabling to set it up without using a prop.

@Put the product on and close the entrance
zipper. In order to avoid the hem from touching
the ground, attach the inner loops inside to the
toggles by the cuffs.
