@This product is made for kayaking. Do NOT use this product for any other activity for which it
was not designed.

@Do NOTstore in areas subject to high temperatures. Heat can damage or warp the paddle.

@This paddle is made with strong lightweight materials, however it can become damaged if used
in shallow waters with rocks.

@When paddling along the coast, be careful of tides and currents.

@®When paddling, weather can change suddenly making paddling dangerous, such as sudden or
strong winds.

@Before kayaking, make sure you completely understand and are able to use the kayak safely.
@Be careful of others in the area to prevent injury and property damage.

@This paddle’ s blade and shaft are design to keep water out, however water can enter the blade
and shaft when exposed to high water pressure or submersion for long periods of time.

Join the left and right shafts. Check that the Joint
Pin fully deploys (see Fig. A)

*Adjust the angle of the blades for left and right
handed preference by twisting the shaft and
repositioning the Joint Pin.

OAfter use, take the paddle apart, rinse with water and air dry.

(ODo NOT allow to dry after using in salt water. Salt crystals can form in the joint and become
stuck. After use, take the paddle apart, and rinse thoroughly with fresh water.

OAfter repeated use, it is possible the joint can become stiff. Use a silicone lubricant (sold
separately).

H Storage

OsStore in a well ventilated, cool, dry place out of direct sunlight.
