After using in the sea, wash the entire paddle thoroughly with fresh water to
remove salt content.

OJoints may become stiff with repeated use. If this happens, apply a silicone spray to joint areas only.

H Storage

OsStore in a well-ventilated, cool, dry place away from direct sunlight.
(ODo NOT expose this product to temperature extremes, such as in a car in summer. May cause
deformation and damage.
